An easy notion to grasp and understand. Jesus is clear in what He wants us to do. There is nothing lost to interpretation. Yet, from 

personal experience, evangelizing can seem scary; and it can feel as if youôre on your own without being properly equipped. Stiles 

tackles this problem head-on and with scripture, testimony, and understanding. Stiles talks about a ñculture of evangelismò -not just a 

pragmatic approach. Based off of the Word, Stiles calls the reader to fulfill our duty as Christians and as a Church to engage in a 

culture of evangelism. As the church enters into a church-wide study of discipleship, this book, I believe, has the opportunity to open 

people'sô eyes, like it did mine, to what exactly God calls us to as individuals - but more importantly, how that ties together as a 

church. Stiles conversational and encouraging tone makes this truth-filled read one of my favorites. I highly recommend reading this 

book; and if anyone wants to borrow it, I have a copy to lend! 

 

Short, but sweet, at just under 120 pages, this book is for anyone looking to fulfill what 
God has called them to do and be. Throughout this book, the reader can tell that 
Stiles is a faithful servant of Christ. Stiles presents the theme of evangelism in a way 
that is convicting to the reader, but does not make it out to be a duty or obligation one  must fulfill. It 
creates a hunger and passion for one to share their faith.   Stiles contrived all of his teaching points 
straight from the gospel.
